General Description: DART 110 (Photographic Foundations I) - Through a combination of lectures, 
photographic assignments and critiques; students will learn to see photographically 
through an exploration of the basic tools and techniques of digital photography. 
Through manual controls and RAW capture, students will learn the craft of making 
photographs while being introduced to photo editing software. Emphasis will be 
placed on critical issues that pertain to contemporary commercial photography. 
Credit Hours: 3 Contact Hours: 3 Semesters Offered: fall and spring semesters 

 DART 210 (Photographic Foundations II) - Incorporating skills taught from Foundations I, 
students will learn to mature their photographic skills through exploration of the 
advanced tools and techniques of digital photography. Through manual controls, RAW 
capture and photo editing software, students learn the craft of digitally enhancing 
photographs, while discussing critical issues that pertain to contemporary commercial 
photography. 
Credit Hours: 3 Contact Hours: 3 Semesters Offered: spring semesters 

Qualifications: 

1. A bachelor’s degree and two years work experience  

2. Previous teaching experience preferred but not required 

3. Commitment to community college philosophy 

4. Understanding of and experience with technology as a learning tool, both within and outside the 

classroom 

REMUNERATION: Beginning pay rate for adjunct faculty is $673.67 per contact hour taught.  

Part-time faculty may take one class per semester tuition free (must be used in 

the semester in which they teach or the semester immediately following)
